Dumbo Walking Tour: From Industrial 
Waterfront to Posh Enclave 
1.5 hours, walking 
 
 This 90-
minute guided 
walking tour will 
explore the 
hidden history of 
one of 
Brooklyn's most 
well-known 
neighborhoods. 
Focusing on the industrial history of this stretch of 
waterfront between the Brooklyn Bridge and the 
Manhattan Bridge, we will learn how this area grew 
into global center of manufacturing and innovation.  
  
 
 
 After many decades of decline, "Dumbo" has 
been reinvented as popular district for living, 
working, shopping, and recreation, and we will see 
how the legacy infrastructure from the industrial age 
has been repurposed for apartments, tech offices, 
parkland, and transportation. Stops along the tour 
will include the 1860's Empire Stores warehouses, 
historic "Gairville, made up of some of the nation's 
first concrete buildings, Brooklyn Bridge Park, and 
stunning views of the Manhattan skyline from the 
neighborhood's shoreline and rooftops. 
 

Brooklyn Navy Yard: Past, Present & Future 
Guided Tour: 2 hours, by bus with frequent 
stops to step off 
 
 For 165 years, the Brooklyn Navy Yard was a 
leading naval shipyard, building some of America’s 
most famous fighting Naval ships. Today the Yard is 
a city-owned industrial park and a center of 
manufacturing, technology, and craft, home to over 
400 industrial and creative businesses, creating 
thousands of jobs for New Yorkers.  
 
This guided tour offers an overview of the vast 300-
acre property and its history, from its founding in 
1801, through major political and technological eras 
– including the Civil War, World War II, and its 
transition to a civilian industrial park – that are still 
visible in the Yard’s historic landscape. We will take 
a closer look at the Yard’s most intriguing sites, 
including a dry dock that’s been used continuously 
for ship repair since 1851, several historic buildings 
that are being adaptively reused for modern industry, 
and development projects that will more than double 
the Yard’s workforce by the year 2020. Along the 

way, we will use oral 
history clips and 
historical 
photographs from the 
site’s naval past, as 
well as stories of the 
people at the Yard 
today, to bring this 
place to life.

Trip to Roosevelt, New Jersey 

 It was the earliest settlement of its type in America: a community 
developed by President Roosevelt. Its purpose was to bring serenity and 
a farm type lifestyle to New York’s Jewish garment district workers. 
Workers arrived in full force to take on the opportunity to fill out 
application forms for the project. Those selected worked together to build 
a community from scratch. Fields filled with mud were quickly 
transformed into pristine living spaces, with previously-unsettled lands 
now hosting avant-garde architecture. This particular environment 
allowed community, creativity and entrepreneurship to flourish. 

 Even though Jersey Homesteads  as it was first called was 
inhabited by hard-working people, the residents also knew how to enjoy 
themselves. Each evening there was a celebration that involved music, 
delectable meals and at times a bonfire. The settlement’s environment 
was welcoming and family-centered.  

 Despite a start full of promise, the experiment ultimately failed 
when the federal government withdrew funding in 1939 in response to 
mounting tension in the community. “I think we learned that Utopias don’t 
seem to work out because people are not that unselfish,” one man 
laments. The Jersey Homesteads experiment may have been a failure, 
but it was a historic endeavor of America’s Jewish community. The 
testimonies of the people who lived through it suggest that this type of 
living situation is possible and can be rewarding. If allowed more time, 
maybe the residents could have resolved their differences. At the end of 
the day, Roosevelt, New Jersey wasn’t utopia, but for a brief moment in 
history it came close. 

 We’ll enjoy a tour with Rabbi Hezrony  who is slowly growing the 
town, now called Roosevelt.  We’ll visit the synagogue, the cemetery and 
the school where the famous mural by Ben Shahn depicting life in Jersey 
Homesteads is still on display.  We’ll enjoy lunch, specially prepared for 
us and hear the remarkable story of Roosevelt.

 Leonard Bernstein: The Power 
of Music is the first large-scale museum 
exhibition to illustrate Leonard 
Bernstein’s life, Jewish identity, and 
social activism. Audiences may be 
familiar with many of Bernstein’s works, 
notably West Side Story, but not 
necessarily with how he responded to 
the political and social crises of his day. 
Visitors will find an individual who 
expressed the restlessness, anxiety, 
fear, and hope of an American Jew 

living through World War II and the Holocaust, Vietnam, and turbulent social change—what 
Bernstein referred to as his “search for a solution to the 20th century crisis of faith.” 
 
 The exhibition explores his Jewish identity and social activism in the context of his position 
as an American conductor and his works as a composer. It features interactive media and sound 
installations along approximately 100 historic artifacts, including Bernstein’s piano, marked-up 
scores, conducting suit, annotated copy of Romeo and Juliet used for the development of West 
Side Story, personal family Judaica, composing easel, and a number of objects from his studio.  

 We’ll stop for brunch first at The Dairy Café in Bala Cynwyd, then it’s on to the Museum for a 
1½ hour guided tour of the Bernstein exhibit and the 
general collection as it relates to the exhibit.  You’ll also 
have time on your own to explore the Museum and gift 
shop.
